8.  Spouses of civilian Law Enforcement and Spouses of civilians that work for the Fire Dept. 
 
9.  Invited Guests (special approval). An invited guest(s) is any participant or group by approval  
     of the Poker Coordinator’s and/or  Injured Police Officers Fund. A request for an invited  
     guest must be submitted to the Poker Coordinators in writing complete with an explanation       
of the request.
